With temperatures forecast to reach 36°C from Tuesday to Thursday, we would like to share the arrangements we have put in place to ensure the wellbeing and safety of our students.
To help students remain as comfortable as possible, children will be allowed to wear black shorts with their school T-shirt.
Every child will receive a bottle of water at the start of the day which can be refilled throughout the day. We ask that students are encouraged to drink regularly and follow staff guidance regarding hydration.
Our classrooms are air conditioned, and we will encourage students to remain based within these cooler environments wherever possible. Corridors can become particularly warm during periods of extreme heat, and we will also be limiting outdoor sporting activities to ensure students remain safe and comfortable.
We also recognise that many of our young people benefit from additional support with emotional regulation, and very high temperatures can often impact on their responses and ability to self-regulate. We will therefore be adapting our approaches and providing additional support as needed throughout the week.
From Tuesday to Thursday, we will be offering families the option of blended learning from 1.00 pm onwards to avoid students travelling home or remaining in school during the hottest part of the day. Students choosing this option will be able to collect a work pack from 1.00 pm, and work will also be emailed home. Completed work will need to be handed in on their return.
Students who do not take up this option will remain in school and continue with their usual lessons and support.
If we have concerns about any student’s ability to follow guidance around hydration or remaining within cool classroom bases, we will contact families to complete an individual risk assessment. You know your children best, and we value working closely with you to ensure they are fully supported, whether that means attending school as normal this week or accessing the earlier finish and blended learning option.
Should you wish to consent to your child accessing the blended learning option from 1.00 pm between Tuesday and Thursday, please email office@willadamsacademy.org.uk or call the school number (01634337111), and we will ensure that work is provided both in hard copy and electronically.
We appreciate that changes to routines at short notice can sometimes be difficult for our young people to manage.  However, we will always act and respond in the best interests of the wellbeing and safety of our students.
Thank you for your continued support and understanding as we navigate these exceptionally high temperatures.
